Achievers For Life (AFL) is a dropout prevention initiative developed and funded by the United Way of Northeast Florida, in partnership with Communities In Schools of Jacksonville and Jewish Family and Community Services.  Achievers For Life targets sixth grade students exhibiting risk factors of school disengagement including low GPAs, low FCAT scores and excessive absences. 


Program Focus:
Achievers For Life provides sixth-grade, at-risk students at Arlington, Fort Caroline, Mathhew Gilbert, Northwestern, J.E.B. Stuart and Jefferson Davis Middle Schools, with integrated safety-net services for the family and the student.  The focus of Achievers For Life is to develop skills & behaviors among targeted students so they will be successful in school and in life. 



Quick Facts
- Achievers For Life is a United Way of Northeast Florida developed and funded initiative. United Way partners 
   with Communities In Schools and Jewish Family and Community Services to carry out the program objectives.
- Achievers For Life began in 2007 and is currently serving over 750 students and their families.
- Over the past three years, 95 % of students participating in Achievers for Life were promoted to the seventh grade on time.

FAQ
Q: How are students selected to participate in Achievers For Life?

A: A student can be selected to participate in Achievers For Life, if they are a rising 5th grader and/or current 6th grader exhibiting risk factors of school disengagement (low GPA/ FCAT scores, excessive absences), or they can be referred by the schools’ principal.


Q: My child would benefit from Achievers For Life. How can I enroll my child in the program?
